Out-of-state bidders
shall be prepared to submit an Out-of-State Contractor Bond to the lowa Division of Labor in
accordance with Chapter 91C of the Code of lowa.

By virtue of statutory authority, a preference will be given to products and provisions grown and
coal produced within the State of lowa, and to lowa labor to the extent lawfully required under
lowalaw.
